The objective is to strengthen your knowledge to find and execute reports. The reporting manual is directed at a wide target audience. uPerform
The SCEIS Project uses a performance support tool called uPerform, to record all of the transactions in SAP, including Reports. uPerform® is a comprehensive performance support solution that allows SCEIS Project Team members to collaboratively create, store, deploy and manage SAP simulations and procedural documentation. Currently, the state’s uPerform server is located here: http://uperform.sc.gov/gm/workplace 

Simply stated, uPerform allows SCEIS Project Team members to record standard and custom SAP reports and the steps to generate them. This documentation is accessible by all state employees. The SCEIS Project Team is currently in the process of creating the simulations and procedural documentation for the reports in this manual, using uPerform. As this documentation becomes available, the SCEIS Project Team will insert hyperlinks in the manual to allow the user to access the procedural documentation directly.

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Overview
Reports in SAP ECC compile and summarize the outputs from SAP transactions into a single document based on accurate, real-time information from the SAP system. Reports allow you to do the following:

· View data in a concise, standardized format

· Analyze data from transactions using different criteria

· Sort and group data

· Update data in SAP

· Use drill-down capabilities

· Filter data and use some layout change functions

Each report is identified by a unique SAP transaction code accessed by typing the SAP transaction code in the command field, or by double-clicking on the report transaction code in the SAP menu. For more information on transaction codes see page 1-11.
Standard reports are those reports delivered and supported by SAP. They are robust in their design and provide essential information you need to make informed business decisions. All the work is already done for you; there is no coding to do, no security to work out, and all the information you need is embedded within the delivered report. The flexible design of many of the reports may allow you to:
· Change the selection criteria
· Change the layout of the report
· Add or delete fields on report

· Change sort parameters
· Download the report to a spreadsheet
Custom reports are developed by the Project Team to fill an agency’s specific requirement. Custom report names usually begin with the letter “Z” or “Y.” SAP sets this letter aside for customers to use in developing their own custom modules. Custom development requires the skills of an ABAP programmer employed by the state and falls within one of the following categories: 

1. Changes are requested to an existing report and SAP provides an enhancement spot where the changes can be added. The name of the report does not have to change as the changes are inserted in a predefined spot. The report could be tied to a custom transaction code to distinguish between a standard report and one that was modified. 
2. Changes are requested to an existing report and there is no enhancement spot to add changes. The standard report is copied to a custom module with a name that begins with a “Z” or “Y.” The requested changes are added the copied module.

3. A brand new custom report is requested and the report module is developed and supported by the SCEIS Project Team. The report name also begins with a “Z” or “Y.”
Icons

The SAP icons displayed on the toolbar provide quick access to commonly used SAP functions. If a toolbar icon is gray onscreen, it is not available for use on that particular screen.

Screen Features

A typical SAP screen has seven main areas: Screen Header, Menu Bar, Standard Toolbar, Title Bar, Application Toolbar, Screen Body and Status Bar.
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Screen Header
It displays standard window icons such as minimize, maximize and close.
Menu Bar
The menu bar contains menus for the functional and administrative areas of the system.
Standard Toolbar 
The standard toolbar contains the Command field and the standard SAP toolbar icons.
Command Field
The command field is used to enter SAP transaction codes that take you directly to a system task without using menus. Sometimes the Command field is closed by default. Click the arrow to the left of the save icon to open the command field. To use it, type the SAP transaction code in the blank field to the left and press enter.

Title Bar
The title bar displays the name of the screen you are working in.
Application Toolbar
The application toolbar is located directly below the screen title. It contains icons that duplicate functions available from the menu bar but provide quicker access to some of the most commonly used functions for the current screen and system task. For instance, the execute icon is often available in the first position of the Application Toolbar. For information on other frequently used function icons see page 1-3 thru 1-7.
Screen Body
The SAP menu screen contains a navigation area (see below) and a non-active work area. In the SAP inbox, both the navigation area and the work area are active. In an SAP transaction screen, the screen body contains only the work area and has entry fields in which you can enter, change or display information to accomplish your system task.
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Navigation Area 

SAP has three field types, Required, Default and Optional:
· Required Entry fields are usually flagged with a question mark. You must enter data in Required Entry fields in order to proceed with a system task.

· Default Entry fields already have a system entry. However, you may be able to overwrite the system entry depending on the system task and / or your SAP profile.

· Optional Entry fields are those in which you may enter data, but an entry is not required by the system in order to proceed with a system task. Some Optional Entry fields may become required depending on the values entered in other fields. 
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Status Bar
The Status Bar, located at the bottom of the SAP screen, displays system messages and other session information. 
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If the Status Bar is closed, click the arrow in the bottom right corner of the screen to open it. 
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Transaction codes

Each function in the SAP system has a transaction code (also called a T-code) associated with it. It consists of letters, numbers or both. A transaction code is a shortcut or alternative to using the navigation path to get to a system task. It is faster to enter a transaction code. Instead of using the menu, you can go to a task and start the function in a single step. Transaction codes can also be saved to your favorites in SAP (see page 1-14).
Using a transaction code
1. Place the cursor in the command field.

2. Type /n to end the current task, followed by the transaction code. 

3. Press the Enter/Return key. 

Listed below are the commands used in combination with the transaction codes.

Multiple Sessions

Sessions are windows opened in SAP. You can create or open up to six sessions at once. Multiple sessions allow you to have more than one transaction active. Each session can be closed or ended when no longer needed, and all sessions will be closed when logging out of SAP.
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How to create multiple sessions
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Choose ONE of the following options to create a new session.
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 icon. 

·  Enter /O and then the transaction code in the command field. (See page 1-11 for transaction code details.)
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 icon located in the top left of the screen above the Menu Bar and click on Create Session.
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How to end a session
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Choose ONE of the following options to close a session.
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 icon on the menu bar (far right corner) to close the window. 

· Click on Program and then click on Exit. (Some reports might have “Document” instead of “Program”)
Display Transaction Codes

You can customize SAP by turning on or off the transaction codes in the User Menu. Transaction codes are also known as “technical names” in SAP. Displaying transaction codes is very useful if you are using the SAP menu instead of the command field to navigate.

1. To display transaction codes, click on Extras and then click on Settings.
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2. In the resulting dialog box, click in the check box beside Display technical names. 

3. Click on the Continue [image: image82.png]
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4. To hide transaction codes, return to the dialog box and uncheck the box beside Display technical names. 

Favorites Folder

You can customize SAP by adding transaction names or codes to the Favorites folder and arranging these transactions. Five options are available to customize the Favorites folder. 
Option One: Drag and Drop 
1. Highlight the title of the report. 

2. Keep the left mouse button pressed down. 

3. Drag the title to the Favorites folder icon. 

4. Release the mouse button. 
Option Two: Right-Click  
1. Use the right mouse button to right-click on the title of the function. 

2. Select Add to Favorites from the resulting list. 

3. Release the mouse button. 
Option Three: Shortcut Icon 
1. Highlight the title of the function. 

2. Click on the Add to Favorites  [image: image84.png]


 icon. 

Option Four: Menu Path 
1. Highlight the title of the function. 

2. Click on Favorites and then click on Add.
Option Five: Menu Path
1. Click on Favorites and then click on Insert transaction 
2. In the resulting Manual entry… box, enter the transaction code.

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Steps for Reporting

Four general steps are required when creating a report. These steps are applied to SAP Enterprise Central Component (ECC) and Business Warehouse (BW).
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1. Report Selection

Once you determine the information you need, launch the appropriate report in either of two ways:

· Type the SAP transaction code in the command field,

Or,

· Navigate to the report in the menu path, and double-click on the report.

Reports can be accessed using navigation or SAP transaction codes.
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2. Data Selection

Narrowing your selection criteria is very important to display the best results.
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1. Enter selection criteria for the data you want to include in the report on the initial screen of the transaction.

2. Enter values in data range fields to narrow or refine your search. 

Only the data that matches these limits will appear in the results.

Carefully narrow selection criteria to produce the fewest results possible, making it easier to find the record you need. This also increases the processing speed of the system.

If you receive the error message “No data exists” after entering your selection criteria, recheck the selection criteria input fields.
Matchcode List (Field Entry Search)
A Matchcode (also known as field entry search) is a tool for finding records. It is made up of search terms that are arranged in a specific order. 
Example:
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There are two ways to access the search option: Press F4 on the keyboard or click on the Matchcode list [image: image91.png]
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· To search all records click on the Continue [image: image93.png]


 icon.
Or,
· Use wildcards to find records (see page 1-22 for more information on wildcards).
Once you find the record you need, double-click on it. It will automatically fill the information in for you. Then click your Execute [image: image94.png]


 icon.
Dynamic Selections
Dynamic selections considerably improve report performance because the system retrieves data very quickly when these fields are used. Dynamic selections provide additional fields you can add to the report selection criteria.

A dialog box that displays all available dynamic selections enables you to select the dynamic selections (fields) that you want to use. The same dialog box enables you to enter the values required for individual fields. 
Example: ME3N
1. On the selection screen, choose Dynamic Selections [image: image95.png]


 icon. 
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This takes you to the dynamic selections dialog box. It displays all available fields in an overview tree. The dynamic selections group box contains the fields for which you can enter values directly. You can copy additional fields to this group box as dynamic selections, or remove fields that are not required. Depending on the report, the dynamic selections will look and work different.

To include a field in dynamic selections, select it in the overview tree and choose [image: image96.png]


Adopt selected items. 





2. Enter data for all your dynamic selections.

3. Choose Execute [image: image97.png]


 icon to run report.

4. To check your entries, choose Check [image: image98.png]


 icon (not offered in the example report).
5. To save dynamic selections, choose Save [image: image99.png]


 icon.(In this particular report, it works as the save as variants icon).
Multiple Selections
The Multiple Selection icon [image: image100.png]


  allows you to use these selection criteria for reporting: 

· Include or exclude individual nonconsecutive numbers

· Include or exclude multiple ranges of numbers

· Use the selection criteria in combination with each other
You can use the Multiple Selection icon [image: image101.png]


 either before or after entering your numbers.
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You can copy and paste multiple items into those boxes (about 8 boxes) using Ctrl-V. More boxes will appear after you click enter, and you can scroll and paste into them as well.
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Enter a Range of multiple codes you want to include in a subscreen.
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Enter Multiple Codes you want to exclude from a subscreen
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To paste in lots of selections at the same time, you can use the Import from text file [image: image108.jpg]


icon. While this can be used in most situations where multiple selection is allowed, some of the most common uses include these:

· Profit centers 

· Cost centers 

· Document numbers  

· Customers/Vendors 

· Materials 
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To use the Import from text file icon, you can either put the content you want to add into a text file and upload it, or you can copy it from its source (SAP, Excel, etc.) and then click the 
Upload from clipboard[image: image110.jpg]


 icon. This can paste in many items.


Selection Options [image: image111.png]


  icon 

Using the Selection Options icon, you can choose numbers that are equal to, not equal to, less than, greater than, less than or equal to or greater than or equal to the number or numbers that you specify. These selection criteria are useful when you want to view data for many cost objects in one report run.

Wildcards

The Wildcard search is used in Matchcode search fields. The wildcards or (*)s are placed on either side of the search term in order to search for partial data in SAP. For example, if you remember that there is a G/L account for “vehicles” but you are not sure of the full name, you can use (*vehicle*) to search for that G/L account. SAP will give you a list of all G/L accounts with the word vehicle in them. You can use wildcards in search conditions when:
· You are in doubt about the full name of a specific parameter
· You need to find all parameters that contain a common string of characters

Variants

Instead of entering the same values in selection criteria fields each time you execute a report, you can create a variant which can be used for later searches. Using variants reduces both data entry time and system processing time. Some reports may not offer the variants option.

How to create a Variant

Example: FS10N
Enter all the criteria for your report. In the example below, we selected the Multiple Selection [image: image112.png]


 icon to select all the G/L accounts 1000000000 to 4010000000. We also want to see data for just the Business Area H710.

Give the Variant a name and meaning (description). Click Save [image: image113.png]


 icon. 
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You can also enter the following attributes:
Variant Name - Enter a name for the variant you are creating.

Meaning - Enter a short, meaningful description of the variant. This can be up to 30 characters long. 

Only for background processing - Check this field if you want the variant to be available for background processing but not in dialog mode. 


Protect variant - Check this field if you want to prevent your variant from being changed by other users. 

Only display in catalog - Check this field if you want the variant name to be displayed only in the variant catalog (and not when the user calls the F4 value help).

System variant - This field cannot accept input. It is set automatically when a system variant (beginning with CUS& or SAP&) is created. 

Type - The system indicates here whether a field is a parameter (P) or a selection option (S). 

Protected - Select this column for each selection that you want to write-protect on the selection screen. These fields are visible on the selection screen when another user starts a program with the variant. But if you have write-protected it, no users will be able to input into this field.
Invisible - If you select this column, the system hides the corresponding field on the selection screen. This allows you to change the appearance of the selection screen. 
Selection variable - If you select this column, you can set the value of the corresponding selection dynamically at runtime. The different ways of doing this are explained in the section Variable Values in Variants.

Without values - If you select this field, the contents of the corresponding field are not saved with the variant. 

Save - When you have entered all of the parameters, save your settings. When you create a new variant, you must enter both values and attributes. You can save your variant only on the attribute screen. However, if you only want to change values or attributes of an existing variant, you can save on the corresponding screen. 
Changing the Screen Assignment - The attribute screen lists all of the selection screens for which the variant is defined. While it is possible for the same selection criterion to appear on more than one screen, the selection criterion itself may be a global field in the program. For this reason, it can only be set once, when the selection criterion occurs for the first time. 
If you want to change the screen assignment later on, check the relevant screen number and choose Copy Screen Assignment.

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3. Display Results

Once you enter your selection criteria in the initial screen of the report, click the Execute  [image: image116.png]


   icon to view the results on a new screen (see the screen below as an example of the output).
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Once the results are displayed, you can manipulate the data using these icons on the reporting application toolbar.
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To Filter Data in a Report 

· Click the Set Filter  [image: image119.png]


  icon or select Set Filter from the dropdown menu.

· When the Define filter criteria window appears, select the columns to be filtered by using the left and right arrow [image: image120.png]


 icons.

· Click the OK [image: image121.png]


 icon to continue.

· In the Determine values for filter criteria window, enter the data value ranges to be displayed through the filter.

· Click the OK [image: image122.png]


 icon to view the filtered results.

· To remove the filter, click the Set Filter [image: image123.png]


 icon and select Delete Filter from the dropdown menu.
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Flexible Reporting options

[image: image126.png]Most Reports offer Drill-downs, Filtering, Sorting, and Changing Layouts.
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Once all of the results in a report are displayed, filter the results to display only the data that are relevant to your needs. Not all reports will have a filter option.

Filter layouts and wording may vary for different reports, but all will have standard selection criteria for filtering.
Drilldown

Drilldown is simply a term used for double-clicking on a line or field in a report to view more detailed information. The line or field you choose determines the secondary information the report generates.

Scenario 1:  View a specific PO number. Example:  PO 4600001436

Scenario 2:  View more detail information on the Vendor.
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Displaying Reports in Excel Format

Some reports can display the report in Excel format. 
Example: ZBudcon Report - Transaction code: nzbd1
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WARNING: When you select this option you will automatically display every report in the Excel format. To undo, go back into Settings – Options and select Inactive under Office Integration. Then click the green check mark [image: image129.png]


 icon.

Once the file is open, you can save it as a ‘filename’ for future reference. To save, you must use the Excel commands, not the SAP commands. The filename should be something that identifies the activity and/or cost center and the version. You may want to establish a specific folder for these files so they can be readily accessed. Be aware that the Excel version is “Protected.” This means you will not be able to do anything to the file, e.g., change column or row widths, insert data or formulas, etc. To unprotect the file, go to Tools - Protections - Unprotect Sheet. Also, the sum amounts (in rows or columns) do not contain a formula, so changing the data will not change the total unless you insert a formula.

You can save each individual activity, each individual category or the entire fund. 

To print this report, use the SAP printer[image: image130.png]


 icon on the top toolbar, not the printer icon on the Excel worksheet.
WARNING: Once you have converted the file to Excel, there is no longer a link with SAP, so any changes made in the Excel version will not show up in SAP. 
4. Output Results Overview

Once you finish reviewing the results of your report, create an output (file or print out) of the results to one of the following sources for future reference or analysis:

· Click the Save to PC File  [image: image131.png]


  icon, or follow path List > Save/Send > File to save your results in one of the following formats:
· Unconverted (WordPad text file)

· Spreadsheet (Excel spreadsheet)

· Rich Text Format (Word document)

· In the clipboard (free text, can be pasted anywhere)
· Click the SAP Business Workplace   [image: image132.png]


  icon to send the results to another person in the SCEIS system, for review in SAP. Sending results through the SAP Business Workplace keeps the results in their SAP format for review in the system and does not convert them to another format.

Chapter 3 - Material Management




Analysis of Order Values  

SAP Transaction code
ME81

Description
The report shows the following analyses:

· Totals analysis

· ABC analysis
· Analysis using comparison periods

· Frequency analysis

You can choose one of the above options, combine several of them, or run all four analyses in a single step.

Running an analysis of order values
Invoke all four of the above analyses as follows:

1. Choose Purchase order -> Reporting -> Order value analysis.

2. Enter your selection criteria and press ENTER.

The screen is subdivided into five parts. The first two contain the fields for the sort and output sequence to which the other analyses refer.

Note
To run voluminous analyses in the background, you must create a variant. In this variant, cancel the Interactive analysis indicator. All results of the analysis are then printed successively in a list.

In the left part of the screen you can specify the totaling (summary) levels:

· Purchasing organization

· Purchasing group

· Vendor

· Plant

· Material group

· Material

In the part of the screen to the right, specify which values (e.g. net order value) you wish to have, and the sequence in which they are to be displayed in the list.

Totals analysis
Totals analysis affords you an overview of the value and number of POs.

Activities
To run totals analysis, proceed as follows:

1. Choose Purchase order -> Reporting -> Order value analysis. The initial screen for order value analysis appears. Enter the necessary data.

2. Choose Edit -> Selection options.

3. Specify the sort sequence. For example:

· Purchasing organization  1

· Plant                2

· Material             3

4. In the part of the screen on the right, enter the values you wish to have for the specified criteria. For example:

· Net order value      1

· Av. value per PO     2

5. Run the analysis.
You get a list of all materials ordered for a plant, the net order value, and the average value per PO. Below this, the following data is displayed for each plant and purchasing organization:

· Total net order value

· Total average value per PO

ABC analysis
The ABC analysis is used for classifying vendors or materials by order value. The ABC indicator has the following instances:

A   Percentage with a high order value
B   Percentage with a medium order value
C   Percentage with a low order value
The ABC analysis allows you, for example, to determine the relative importance of the individual vendors in your vendor base. It gives you an overview of any changes that may occur in your relationships with vendors.

Activities
To run an ABC analysis, proceed as follows:

1. Choose Purchase order -> Analyses -> Order value analysis to access the initial screen of the order value analysis. Enter the necessary data.

2. Choose Edit -> Selection options.

3. The ABC analysis pertains to the organizational level.
For example, select the Vendor field by entering 1 in the uppermost left part of the screen.

4. In the right part of the screen for the ABC analysis, select the value according to which the analysis is to be carried out. You can select one of the following values:

· Net order value

· Average value per purchase order

· Number of purchase orders

On the right, select the Net order value field, for example.
5. Run the analysis. It will give you the totals list of the vendors.

6. Choose Goto -> ABC analysis to run the ABC analysis.

The default value distribution for ABC analyses is 70-20-10 percent. The system adds the net order values of the vendors in descending order until 70 percent of the total order value is exceeded. This group of vendors is classified in MM Purchasing as "A" vendors.

The addition is continued until a further 20% of the total order value has been exceeded. This group is classified as "B" vendors.

The vendors accounting for the remaining 10 percent of total order value are the "C" vendors.

The % shr. column shows the vendors’ share of the total order value. These shares are added together in the Cum. % shr. column.

Analysis using comparison periods
This analysis allows you easily to detect changes in purchasing activities. For example, you can determine how much was ordered from which vendor by which purchasing organization or purchasing group, and by how much the total order value of one period differs from that of a comparison period.

In this analysis, you can display all the data that you previously displayed in the totals analysis.
Activities
To compare two periods, proceed as follows:

1. Choose Purchase order -> Reporting -> Order value analysis to display the initial screen of the order value analysis. Enter the necessary data.

2. Choose Edit -> Selection options.

3. Enter the two periods you wish to compare in the Order date 1 from - to and Order date 2 from - to fields.

Note
You can enter the dates for the following comparisons particularly quickly (Fast entry option):
- Comparison of years
- Comparison of the first half of a year with the second half

If you enter one date in either the Order date 1 to or the Order date 2 from field, the system sets the remaining data automatically on the basis of this single date specification.

Frequency analysis
Use this analysis to determine which net order values most frequently occur for which purchasing organizations.

The frequency analysis can be used as a basis for negotiations with vendors. For example, you may find that you have issued many individual purchase orders with a value greater than $2000 to vendor X, and an individual percentage quantity discount would be more favorable than the existing period-end rebate based on total business volume over a period.

Activities
To run a frequency analysis, proceed as follows:

1. Choose Purchase order -> Reporting -> Order value analysis to display the initial screen of the order value analysis. Enter the necessary data.

2. Choose Edit -> Selection options.

3. Enter the following intervals in the Net value 1 to 4 fields:

· Net value 1 to 500
· Net value 2 to 1000
· Net value 3 to 2000
· Net value 4 to 5000
4. Run the analysis. The totals list appears.

5. Choose Goto -> Frequencies to have the system calculate how often order values occur.

The report provides a list of the material documents which were posted for one or more materials. You can display a material document from the output list.

You can choose whether you want to read a material directly from the database or from the archive. You can also display short documents for archived material documents from the database. The end of the document shows you how to define an additional field for the archived material documents and add it to the table MARI (Short documents for goods movements). You can only use data contained in the table MARI to select and display short documents.

Coloring numerical values
In Customizing for Inventory Management under Reporting -> Set Up Printing Functions for Reporting, you can use the Without Color indicator to specify whether the output list should display quantities and values highlighted in colors:

· If this indicator is not set, only the fields with quantities and values are displayed in color in this report. In lines containing receipt postings, the system displays positive numbers highlighted in green. Negative numbers are highlighted in red.

· If the indicator is set, the system colors all fields for a line in the same color. Lines with receipt postings and positive numbers are light gray, lines with issue postings and negative numbers are dark gray.
SAP recommends making this setting to improve performance in cases where the output lists are extensive.

Selection
On the initial screen, you can restrict your selection.

Choosing a data source
The report can read the document data both directly from the database and with the help of short documents from the archive. Note that the short documents may not contain fields that are contained on the selection screen. In this case, entering these selection criteria has no effect.

If errors occur when the documents are being read, the system informs you of these errors via a dialog box.

Output
In the standard system, the report issues a list with the following information for each material:

· Plant

· Storage location

· Movement type

· Special stock indicator (for example K for consignment stock)

· Material document and material document item

· Posting date

· Qty moved and unit of measure

From the output list, you can display the following by choosing Environment:

· To go to the material document, place the cursor on a material document item and choose Material document.

· If a purchase order is assigned to the material document, you can go to the purchase order by choosing Purchase order.

· To call up the stock overview for the material in question, choose Stock overview.

· To call up the accounting document, choose FI document.

Double-click in the output list to go directly to one of the following functions, depending on the field you choose:

· Stock overview: double-click on a header line.

· Purchase order: double-click on a purchase order number.

· Purchase order item: double-click on a purchase order item.

· Document item: double-click on the document item.

· Material document: All other columns.

Detail list
To display the data in a different format (non-hierarchical list), choose Goto -> Detail list
In this non-hierarchical list, you can calculate sub-totals over the number of columns you wish (including several levels), as well as totals over various units.

For the detail list, you can maintain separate display variants and specify them as a default.

You can convert the detail list to an alternative format that provides more functions and is more convenient to use. To do so choose the step Set Up Print Functions for Reporting in Customizing for Inventory Management.

Configuring the selection screen and the field catalog
You can configure both the selection screen and the number of fields contained in the ABAP List Viewer for all clients. To do so, choose Define Field Selection for Material Document List in Customizing for Inventory Management.

You can improve the performance of the report by decreasing the number of fields in the field catalog.

An inventory turnover analysis allows you to identify whether there are any “slow-moving items.” It provides a basis for evaluating, for example, how effectively fixed capital has been used.
Perform

To create an analysis based on inventory turnover, select the following options from the Inventory Controlling menu: 

1. From the Inventory Controlling menu, select Environment  Document evaluations  Inventory turnover.
The selection screen appears. 

2. Specify the desired analysis criterion and selection parameters.
– Objects to Analyze

You can carry out the analysis for all plants, that is, for each material, data from all plants are grouped together or only for certain plants, that is, the analysis is created for every designated plant.

If you want to carry out the analysis for all plants, select the field Analysis on all plants.

You can restrict the analysis to the characteristics “sales organization,” “purchasing organization” and “plant.”
– Period to Analyze

Any period can be selected for the analysis. The system suggests 90 days as the period to analyze, the calculation starting from the current date.

You can carry out the analysis according to Usage values based on exact usage. Select the field exact usage. If this field is not selected then the analysis will base itself on the usage dates of the periodically updated usage statistics.
– Analysis Area

You can restrict the area of the analysis to certain materials.
If you also want to include materials with a delete indicator in the analysis, select the field Materials with a delete indicator.

The analysis area can be restricted even further by using the following characteristics:
– Material group

– Material type

Only for the analysis object “plant” can the area to be analyzed be restricted for the following characteristics:
– ABC indictor

– MRP type

– MRP
– Restrictions for the Ranking List

By specifying threshold values, you can limit the scope of your ranking list. There are three different ways to do this:

	–
	Limit the ranking list to materials whose stock value lies within the range you specified.

	–
	Limit the ranking list to materials with a certain stock value. For example, you can specify a maximum value, minimum value, or a range of values.

	–
	Limit the ranking list to a certain number of materials with the lowest stock value.


3. To start the analysis, select Program  Execute.

If you want to execute the analysis as a background job, select Program  Execute as a background job.

The results list from the analysis appears.
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Analysis on Inventory Turnover: Displaying the Results 

If you performed the analysis for multiple plants, you will first get a list in which the selected plants are shown as well as the average inventory turnover in days for the plant. When you double-click on the desired plant, you will see the list of the materials. 
If you performed the analysis for one plant, the list of the materials will immediately appear.

Use Edit  Single line or Double line or Triple line to select either a single, double or triple line display for the list you want.

The single-line display of the material list shows the materials and the inventory turnover in days.

The double-line display shows the material list for each material in addition to the following values:

· Usage within a period of time

· Inventory turnover

· Average stock

The triple-line display shows the following values for each material:

· MRP

· MRP type

· ABC indicator

· Material group

· Material type

· Purchasing group

The triple-line display is only possible if the analysis object “plant” was selected.

Use Edit  Selection log to display a log of the chosen selection criterion for the analysis.

Your agency may have so many materials that you will not always know whether a specific material already exists in the material master. You can find this out using the materials list. This function allows you to list materials according to one or more of the following selection criteria:

· Material number

· Plant

· Material type

· Material group

· Person who created the material

Features

Besides the data you enter on the selection screen, the materials list also contains other useful data such as the material description, base unit of measure, price control indicator, price unit and valuation price.

Stock Values: Balances
SAP Transaction code
MB5L

Description

The report List of stock values: Balance display displays the total quantity and value of the stock of one or more materials at plant and storage location level.

In addition, the system determines the stock account to which material is posted in the case of a goods movement.

You can display the balance values for each company code and G/L account. The balance of the G/L account is compared to the stock value of the specified material, and any deviation between the two totals is indicated.
Note
We recommend that you start this report regularly, for example, once per month for the previous period or during the tasks of the year-end closing. To do this, choose Periodic processing  List of stock values from the Inventory Management menu.

No materials are blocked when you run the report. The systems continue updating stock values and stock quantities and continue posting values to the G/L accounts that have been checked. The balance values may not therefore by zero, even though there are no inconsistencies in the system. When postings are being carried out, you will not get accurate results until you run the report several times and compare the results of each one.

If you start the report without specifying a material, valuation area, or valuation class, the balance per stock account must be the same as the total valuated stock of all materials in the respective valuation class.

Variances can occur for the following reasons:

· You have entered postings to the stock account manually.

The report Stock for posting date lists a company’s own stocks in a particular time period (earliest date 0h00, latest date 24h00).

The posting date is used for selection. Note that the posting date may be different from the entry date (date entered in the system) as well as the document date.

The report displays the total stock of a material (quantity and value) at plant and storage location level. If transit stocks or stock transfer stocks exist at plant level, the system totals these stocks and displays them in the column In Stock Transfer in a stock line without a storage location.

Note that in this report, the stock value of the warehouse stock is calculated using the following simplified formula: 
Stock value = quantity x value/valuated stock

Therefore the stock value specified here only has informal characters and does not represent the actual stock value.
Prerequisites
Authorization check
You need authorization to display material master data for all chosen plants (authorization object Material Master: Plant, activity 03).

If you want to display stock values, you also need authorization to display accounting documents for the relevant company codes (authorization object accounting document: Authorization for company codes, activity 03). If you do not have this authorization, the system issues a warning. The system only displays the stock quantities without values for the relevant company codes.

Features
In online mode, the report notes your entered selection parameters after each execution. If you then call up the report in online mode again, the system reads the held selection parameters and proposes them on the initial screen. In background processing, the parameters are set according to the variant.

In the output list, the system displays existing deletion flags in a separate column. These deletion flags can be placed at different levels in the material master record. If you require a selection by deletion flag, you can perform this selection using the SAP List Viewer for each stock line.

You can use the two indicators Hierarchy Display (lists with header lines and subordinate item lines) and Non-Hierarchical Display to specify the form of the output list on the initial screen, according to your requirements.

Use the non-hierarchical display to map subtotals across any columns (also several levels) as well as totals across different units correctly.

Note that the selected layout always refers to the selected form of the output list.
The system displays all existing special stocks according to the selection data. The system displays the specification by the different special stock indicators in a separate column. This column can have the following indicators, dependent on the special stock:

· E: Sales order number with item

· K, M, O: Vendor number

· Q: WBS element

· V and W: Customer number

Chapter 4 - Business Warehouse 




Overview

SAP Business Warehouse (BW) is SCEIS’s central storage system for business data. At least daily, SCEIS will “warehouse” the data generated in that day’s work, ensuring its stability, security and accessibility to all business areas. In general, data is current as of the end of the previous business day. BW reports are usually cumulative and analytical by design. However, many detailed reports are available as well. The BEx Analyzer (Business Explorer Analyzer) is the front-end interface through which end users interact with the Business Warehouse data. The BEx Analyzer is integrated with Microsoft Excel using macros that extend the standard Excel functionality.

SAP ECC is a real-time transactional data system containing all the details for a particular event. Displays and lists (whether online or printed) are examples of items which will be available directly from ECC. SAP BW, on the other hand, is a management reporting tool with its primary focus on historical/trend type data supporting Key Performance Indicators (KPIs). To ensure that data entry is efficient in SAP ECC, analytical reports and reports using data which may cross modules will be produced from BW. 
Differences between SAP ECC and BW: [image: image262.png]ECC Reporting Data \
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In the future, SAP Business Intelligence (BI) will introduce new tools which will allow end users to run queries, view reports and perform ad hoc data analysis on the web. SAP BI refers to a newer version of SAP BW. BI utilizes the web portal to take advantage of additional web-based functionality such as the BEx Web Analyzer and BEx Information Broadcasting. Therefore, the terms BW and BI are often used interchangeably.

NOTE:  BW Reports are as of previous day’s activity
FAQ 
1. Q: What is the difference between ECC/SRM and BW Reports?

A: The transactional system is called Enterprise Core Components (ECC). To ensure that data entry is efficient in ECC, analytical reports and reports using data from multiple modules will be produced from BW. Displays and lists (whether online or printed) are examples of items which will be available directly from ECC. This data is available in ‘real time’.

The BW system is called Business Warehouse. It is a user friendly system where you can generate reports suitable for summary and analysis. You can get to it by logging on to the BEx Analyzer. Reports can be saved in an excel spreadsheet. 
2. Q: Where do I find and how do I locate Business Warehouse Reports?
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3. Q: I am locked out of BW – How can I get access?

A:  As a user, attending a BW training class is the required way to gain access to BW. After training, if you are unable to logon, submit a SCEIS Service Desk request stating that you need access to BW reports. 
4. Q: How are BW reports displayed?

A:  BEx Analyzer within Microsoft Excel displays reports in BW. A selection screen pops up to allow the user to filter the report. Workbooks and favorite queries can be saved to your own work area. You can print the report as you would an Excel spreadsheet.

5. Q: Is my BW Report real time data?

A:  BW data is current as of the closing of the previous business day.


6. Q: Where can I find a list of all available BW reports?

A:  Lists of all BW reports are shown on the SCEIS website http://www.sceis.sc.gov/. Under Training, select SCEIS Uperform, and then Business Warehouse.

7. Q: What if the report doesn’t include data that I need?

A:  BW allows you to filter data to customize the report to your needs. Sometimes a field may be added as a Free Characteristic which will allow you to drill-down and show that field in the report. If you need additional help, please submit a SCEIS Service Desk ticket.

Select filter value – Enables you to select one or more values for the characteristic or key figure.


Remove filter value – Clears the value that has been entered for the characteristic or key figure.


Drilldown – Enables you to drill-down or across on the characteristic or key figure.


Remove drilldown – Returns you to the report data layout prior to drilling down or across.


Properties – Displays and enables you to change the properties of the query.


Context Menu – Filters

Refresh query – Displays the query selection criteria screen.


Properties – Displays and enables you to change the properties of the query.


Context Menu – Results

Back – Returns the report data to the state that it was in prior to the last action that you performed.


Back to Start – Returns the report data to its initial state after you executed the query.


Keep Filter Value – Filters the report data by the selected value.


Filter and drilldown according to – Filters the data by the selected value and performs a drilldown by the selected characteristic or key figure.


Add Drilldown according to – Performs a drilldown by the chosen characteristic or key figure.

Goto – Jumps you to a related query. 


Exceptions – Displays or hides the identified report exceptions. 


Currency Translation – Not relevant, since District financial reporting is done in US dollars.


(Name of Characteristic) – Enables you to change how the selected characteristic is displayed.

New Terms and Concepts

Query
A defined set of selection criteria that can be used to generate a report.


Worksheet 
A BW report is displayed as a worksheet in Microsoft Excel.


Workbook
A BW report can be saved as a workbook. Each worksheet in a workbook can be linked to an individual query. 


DSO
An DSO (Data Store Object) stores an enormous amount of transactional data. If a query is designed to pull information from an DSO, then the query selection criteria must be very specific in order to limit the size of the list of transactions.


InfoCube
An InfoCube stores information at a summary level for a particular collection of business data. Queries against an InfoCube, result in summary-level information and do not present lists of individual transactions.


Key Figure
Key figures are fields of data that are either a quantity or a value, such as the number of labor hours or the actual cost. The results of a query are either key figures or characteristics.


Characteristics
Characteristics are fields of data that describe the key figures, making the numbers meaningful. For example, the characteristic “Maintenance Order” helps to describe the amounts that appear under the key figure “Planned Cost.” The results of a query are either key figures or characteristics.
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
